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Fitting castor wheels
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Fix castors using the castor plates,

wheels, and nylocks provided.
Slide the castor plate into the
forklift skid and drop the welded
on bolts through the pre-drilled
holes in the skid.
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We recommend you position the

two swivel-braked castors so they
are at the front of the unit, and the

two swivel castors at the rear.
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Locate the castor wheel on the
bolts of the castor plate, and then
tighten all nylocks, ensuring they
are fully on the thread of the bolt.
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Swarf Collector Installation
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Position the swarf collector in the
centre hole at the back of the
work bench, and fix in place using
the 2x M6 bolts provided.

Swarf can be collected using a
bucket beneath the chute or fine
dust (e.g wood) can be collected
using an M or H rated dust
extractor.

Removeable blanking plate
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At the rear of the CuttingStation
is a blanking plate that can

be removed to allow cables,
extraction hoses etc to be fed
into the cabinet beneath the work
surface

The plate can be removed and

refixed with the three screws.
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Manipulating the support arms
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The two locking screws on the The support arm can be
support arm can be loosened to configured to have a flat support
allow the support arm to slide in rest. We do not recommend
and out, and up and down. extending the arms further than
800mm from the main unit.
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The support arm head can be
turned 90 degrees for a v-shaped
support to hold round materials.
Note that in this position the flat
surface can also be used as a
stop for efficient cutting.

The last configuration is a
roller, to enable materials to be
repositioned easily while being
supported at the same time.
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Extending or retracting the rear panel
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The adjustable back panel

can be extended out from the
CuttingStation to provide a deeper
cutting space.

When the back panel is extended,
the handles on either side drop
down to lock it in position.

To extend or retract the panel, lift
the handle on either side of the
swarf collector and push or pull in
the direction required.



Electricity guide

There are 2x 110V sockets The electricity sockets and
located inside the CuttingStation overhead light only function when
on the right. connected to a power supply.

They can be connected using the
recessed 110V inlet socket on the
rear, right-hand corner.

Inside the CuttingStation a switch
is located in the top right corner
for operating the work light.
